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The Reality of Egyptian Kindergartens in the Light of the NationalStandards

of Effective Kindergarten- Minia Governorate as a Model.

The current research aimed to define the national standards of effective kindergarten
as well as monitor the reality of the Egyptian kindergartens in the light of these standards.
It also aimed to identify the obstacles of(effective kindergarten) and suggestions to
address these obstacles from the research sample point of view. The research adopted the
descriptive research methodology. The research utilized a questionnaire — prepared by the
researcher- which aimed to identify the reality of kindergartens in Egypt in the light of
national standards of effective kindergarten. Sample consisted of 184 kindergarten
teachers, official kindergarten specialists, Minia Governorate.

The research revealed several results, the most important of which were:
- The average of response rate of the reality of kindergartens in the light of national
standards of effective kindergarten questionnaire domains was between(0.56: 0.80)
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- In the first rank came the domain of(the community of teaching and learning) in
kindergarten classes, in the second rank came the domain of(vision and mission), the
third one was the field of(kindergarten buildings, its equipment and outbuildings), while
in the fourth and final rank was the field of(quality assurance and professional
development).

- Research sample revealed some of effective kindergartens obstacles, and the most
important suggestions to address them(from the sample point of view).
